The RDl-1 1 to BSDH2 degree completion program at WSU, offered complc!ely online, is intended 
for students who have gradt1ated from an accredited de.ntal hygiene program and hold a current 
license in dental hygiene.

Additiomll Graduation Requireme11ts: 
• The RDH to BSDH degree completion program at WSU requires 32 credit hours of 

coursework. In addition to this, WSU awards up to 25 upper division credit hours of 
retroactive credit' for students who have graduated with an associate's degree from a 
regionally accredited school with a CODA accredited dental hygiene program. 

• One of the WSU graduation requirements is that students must have earned 60 eredit 
hours from a 4-year institution. With the 25 retroactive credits+ 32 hours of new course 
work at WSU, the total is 57 credit hours. Thus, students will need to take an additional 
3 credit hours of coursework at WSU (unles~ lhcy have previously earned 3 credit hours 
from another 4-year institution). 

• For all .bachelor's degrees granted by WSU, at !~st 30 credit hours must be earned at 
WSU. In addition, at least 24 of the last 30 credit hours applied towards the degree must 
have been completed at WSU, 

• WSU requires a 111inimu1111)f 45 upper division credit houn;, However, witl1 25 of these 
awat·dcd via retroactive credit+ the :12 hours of new coursework, RDl-1-BSDH students 
will have no problem meeting t11is requirement.
